


In Chapter 4 of the Plumbers Continuing Professional Educational Manual for
Texas, 2003-2004, plumbing codes for approved new materials are reviewed. A
portion of this material on new codes focuses on epoxy coated barriers as an

alternative to traditional repiping.

The author’s conclusion:

“Given the increased activity in the repipe market, this system could well save the
public, contractors, insurance companies and others involved in the piping
industry a great deal of time, inconvenience and money making costly repairs in
the residential commercial market. Not only is the system less expensive in time,
manpower, equipment, and system down time, the engineering reports indicates

the flow characteristics of metal pipe is significantly improved.”
